    Counteracting hate speech against refugees in online media

Background of the project

The refugee influx to Europe in the last year has revealed hidden mentalities – from helpfulness to hate against refugees.  An increasingly brutal public discourse and open hate speech throughout social and established media have led to the rise of rightist populist & extremist movements. Their presence allows for some hate speech to shift into the daily vocabulary. On the other hand, the new dynamics of social media enable hate speakers to spread their opinions widely. So we want to give tools to recognize and speak up against hate speech especially in social media.  

We will share the different perspectives on the refugee influx and compare public reactions to it in Germany and the Balkan countries. In order to fight misinformation fuelling prejudices and hate speech, the seminar also revisits the basic developments of the refugee migration in Germany and Europe.  Also, we will give examples of solidarity between refugees and Germans and promote them creatively.  
Therefore, we will present you the No Hate Speech Campaign, which is part of the project “Young People Combating Hate Speech Online”. The project stands for equality, dignity, human rights and diversity and acts against hate speech, racism and discrimination in online media. Working methods include awareness raising, advocacy, and seeking for creative solutions.  The campaign is initiated and run by the Council of Europe but based on national campaigns run in its member states.
 
Main aims and objectives
•
exchange working experiences in refugee activism and dealing with hate speech

•
compare the main prejudices against refugees and patterns of hate speech in Germany and other parts of Europe 
· Acquire knowledge of legal rulings against discrimination, especially hate speech, in Germany and other countries of Europe
· train and empower participants for using creative methods to counteract hate speech in online-media without negating the freedom of expression
· create a media publication (video, game, photo exhibition) with refugee activists during the seminar

Programme/Methods:
The program of the seminar includes study parts which will give an overview on the current refugee situation in Germany and Europe and explain the mechanisms of hate speech, especially in social media. Participants will be asked to gather examples of popular hate speech and information on the No Hate speech campaigns in their countries.

By making use of creative activities, we will try to raise awareness for the perspectives of migrant groups that are discriminated by hate speech, also giving ideas and methods for participants who want to implement own workshops on the topic.

Study visits and media work with local migrant initiatives will give a practical insight into the work of campaigns against hate speech. We will contribute on an online production against hate speech with refugee activists, using creative and social media skills. Also, open space sessions will allow for exchange of experiences in refugee work and dealing with hate speech. Participants are invited to hold workshops on topics of their choice.
Recruitment of participants
All participants selected for this project must meet the following criteria:

· be 18 years old or older

· be able to work in English language

· be interested in the training topics and have strong motivation to act as multiplier
· have the support (and if possible preparation for the project) of the sending organisation;

· commit to implement the learned knowledge and skills in practice back home;

· commit to report the content of the project to other activists of sending organisation;

· commit to actively participate from beginning to the end
· acquire background knowledge on examples of hate speech and the work of the No hate speech campaign in their own countries

Ideally, participants should meet the expectations for our work to
· be experienced in using journalistic or creative media techniques

· be aware of sensitive issues and possible discrimination while dealing with refugees
